KNOW YOUR LITURGY 
 

Why We Sing at Mass. 
In selecting music to be used at Mass, ritual, spiritual 

and cultural dimensions of the Liturgy should be consid-

ered.  Ritual:  how the music connects to the liturgical 

action “without overshadowing the words and actions of 

the liturgy” (e.g. the “Lamb of God’ sung during the 

fraction rite—breaking of the host).  Spiritual:  how the 

music “adds greater depth to prayer, unity to the assem-

bly or dignity to the ritual” (e.g. a Communion hymn 

that expresses the devout reception of the Body /Blood 

of Christ).  Cultural:  how “the age, spiritual heritage, 

and cultural and ethnic background of a given assembly 

must be considered. . . .  music that allows a particular 

group . . . to join their hearts and minds to the liturgical 

action.” This means that music from all ages and from 

our own time are to be considered if they also connect to 

the ritual and enhance the sacred qualities of the liturgy.  

“In discerning the sacred quality of liturgical music, li-

turgical musicians will find guidance in music from the 

Church’s treasury of sacred music. . . . They also should 

strive to promote a fruitful dialogue between the Church 

and the modern world.”[All quoted material can be 

found in the Church’s document  Sing to the Lord: Mu-
