What is Pro Life? Are we sure we are  

100% Pro Life? ï Part II  
The Church teaches that all life is sacred and must be 

cherished and protected from conception to natural 

death.  By keeping this guiding principle in mind in re-

viewing the moral issues of today, we can quickly see 

what it means to be 100% Pro Life, no exceptions. 

Capital Punishment 

When is it permissible to take another’s life? 

The only reason we can take another’s life is in self de-

fense or in the defense of another, or when a country 

cannot maintain secure prisons and dangerous criminals 

are continuously escaping and killing again.   

Again, the difficult questions. Should the citizens of a 

country pay for the incarceration of criminals who have 

committed heinous crimes, often resulting in the death of 

their own victims? Why should criminals be able to live 

out their life when they have taken an innocent person’s 

life away from them? 

There is a larger more important reason. While terms of 

prison cannot undue or compensate for what they have 

done, still we must not deprive any person of their own 

life, but instead we must try to save their body and soul. 

The time spent in prison can be a time of rehabilitation 

and repentance. Their future on earth and their eternal 

life may depend on that.  God can and does bring good 

from our sins and mistakes if we turn back to Him. 

Those who work in the Prison Ministries often tell sto-

ries of those who have turned back to God and subse-

quently evangelized and helped to rehabilitate and return 

to society many others in the prison as well. 

If you believe that Capital Punishment is wrong, then 

you are Pro Life on this issue.
