Why do we do the music we do?

This week is our last installment of the article
describing guidelines for choosing our music for
mass. The end of this article is aimed mostly at those
members who are part of the music ministry. Our choir
has developed a Music Planning Committee that examines
the Mass and the antiphons. We use these as a guide to
help select appropriate music for the Mass.

The Most Impaant Part of Music Ministry

Music is a beautiful way to glorify God. We’ve been using
it since the time that David wrote the Psalms! The best
way to assure that music ministry glorifies God is to offer
it up to Him. Try dedicating every rehearsal and Mass to
His glory, and ask the Holy Spirit to help you lead the
congregation in praise.

None of us are going to choose the perfect music every
time. As ministers, we should ask God to give us open
hearts, so that we are willing to learn and improve as we
try to glorify Him.

Most importantly, people in music ministry are using their
talents to serve God, and that’s hugely admirable. Doing
music for Mass can be stressful and time consuming. So
as a congregation, we should have forgiving hearts if they
happen to play our least favorite song or choose a song
that’s inappropriate. If we have serious concerns, we
should bring them up to our pastor gently and with love,
not with a spirit of vendetta or anger. After all, the aim of
music in the Mass is to create a community of worshippers
(GIRM 103), not to create division.
