Let All Things Now Living

Our Processional hymn this week is “Let All Things Now
Living” written by Katherine Kennicott Davis. While she
originally published it under the name John Cowley, it
was later published under her true name. This song is
based on the traditional Welsh tune, “The Ash Grove”.
The final line of the first stanza, “as forward we travel
from light into light” has been looked at in two different
ways. The first thought is that it might reflect the ultimate
progression of humanity attempting for the better under
God’s providence. The second thought is that it is a
reflection of Manifest Destiny through Christianity
drawing upon Exodus 13:21-22. The second stanza
reflects on the creation of the “stars”, “sun”, “hills and
mountains, the rivers and fountains” and “ocean” raising a
song of “glad adoration” to the Lord. This hymn matches
the theme of our Entrance Antiphon this week.

JUSTICE AND PEACE

In “Open Wide our Hearts: the Enduring Call to Love”
from the U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops, we are
asked to recognize the ways in which the evil of racism
profoundly impacts the lives of many people in the United
States.

The bishops implore Catholics to work against
racism and support institutional policies and community
relationships that will eliminate racial injustices and
prejudices. They ask us to give an “ever more authentic
witness to the Good News of Jesus Christ, grounded in the
truth that men and women of all races reflect the goodness
of God, in whose image all are made.”
