He must increase, but | must decreasd. Saint John
the Baptist; John 3:30

In the ceremonies of the Holy Advent season, Saint John
the Baptist takes center stage. His character is brought to
the forefront of our attention because he so strongly shifts
the attention from himself and directs it to our Lord Jesus
Christ. The Old Testament is brought to a close and the
reign of the new is ushered in. The greatest of the prophets
born of women points to the final and ultimate fulfillment
of all preceding prophecies. The shot heard around the
world and which continues to echo in all Catholic
Churches throughout the world came from the one unique
moment in which the Old Testament kisses the New;
when St. John points out the promised messiah, “Behold
the Lamb of God, behold Him who takes away the sins of
the world!”

St. John the Baptist is a particular patron of priests of
Jesus Christ. Priests are called not to draw attention to
themselves, but rather to our Lord Jesus Christ. He is the
savior the world who takes away sins in the confessional
and feeds the children of God with His very own Body
and Blood at Holy Mass so that they may say with St. Paul
as Christians; “It is no longer I who live, but Christ who
lives in me!” (Gal 2:20). In the Traditional Roman Rite,
the example of St. John the Baptist is present everywhere
in the prayers and gestures of the priest! Present in order
to teach the priest who offers the Holy Sacrifice of the
Mass that it is Jesus Himself who offers the Holy Mass
through the instrument of an ordained priest who acts in
His person. The rubrics (instructions for the priest on how
to offer the Holy Mass) exist to protect Christ’s Rights and
Rites (ceremonies) which He uses to praise, adore,
supplicate, atone, and thank our Heavenly Father.
Practically at Holy Mass, the priest seeks to decrease in
order that Christ may increase and so that those who
assists at the Holy Sacrifice may have a deep and
profound encounter with Jesus Christ. As a friendly
reminder we continue to offer Saturday morning candlelit
Mass at 6:30AM and the next High Mass will be on the
fourth Sunday of Advent at 3:30PM. Praised be Jesus and
Mary!
